    MINUTES
JH moved to accept the June 2006 meeting minutes.  NJ 2nd and motion passed unanimously.

    PAUL MURBACH REQEUST

Paul Marbach, of 809 Revere Court addressed the OHA Board, notifying the Board of the run time of a Diesel    Generator at industrial complex next to his house.  His concern was the potential cancer risk of the diesel smoke. 

    DIRECTORS AND OFFICERS REPORTS

      President – RW reported that he was trying to verify the nature of the agreements between the Oakwood homeowners along Ogden Ave. and the Village when the current fence was erected.  The object is to determine who is responsible for maintenance of the area from the fence to the street.  

      Treasurer – JH Gave the June financial report. He notified the board that the empty lot next to 624 Baltimore had been split between 624 Baltimore and 701 Oak Wood and the owner of 624 Baltimore had requested that billing for this lot be eliminated.  After discussion that included the owner of 701 Oakwood, it was voted that if the owners of 624 Baltimore and 701 Oakwood would pay the due for 2006, future billings for this lot would be eliminated.

    COMMITTEE REPORTS

Lake Committee - Jackie Hummel will look into merging the maintenance of both entranceway sprinkler systems into one contract.  Poor performance and lack of response of the current landscape contractor was discussed.
Communications – J. Harlow passed out assignments for the September Oak Leaf.  Articles are due by August 1 so the Oak Leaf can be published in the last week of August.

Social:  TM discussed her plans for entertainment at the BBQ on September 10.  MJ agreed to purchase and coordinate the food.

LMC – KB and Mark Nelson discussed their current status of obtaining proposals for a bubbler system in Lake Charles.  KB notified the board that the company that he had hired to remove geese waste from the beach area had not performed their job and he was trying to find an alternate company to remove the waste and empty the trash at the beach.

Garage Sale – RW provided a status of the past OHA garage sale and proposed a fall garage sale that would be exclusive of Oakwood.

   OLD BUSINESS 
       Abandoned boats.  KB stated that a person had claimed the white dingy that had been abandoned at the Lock and Dock area but had not appeared at our current meeting, as requested, to provide proof of ownership.  The board directed KB to sent a letter to this person, stating that he had 15 days (per Common Area rules) to provide proof of ownership and to remove the boat from OHA property or the dingy would be disposed of.  The board also provided the LMC with permission to dispose of a paddleboat that was also abandoned and in poor repair.

   K.B. also reported that a boat in the Lock and Dock area owned by 647 Champlain was not locked and was filled with   water breeding mosquitoes and that there was a tarp under the boat.  A Letter had been sent to owner on June 29, 2006.  The OHA Board directed K.B. that if the problems were not corrected in six days that the LMC was to notify the owner by certified letter that the Dock and Lock privilege were revoked and that they were to remove the boat from the Lock and Dock area in fifteen days or it would be destroyed as an abandoned boat at the owners expense.

Common Area Rules.   Proposed changes to common area rules were discussed.  Further discussion and final approval was deferred to the August OHA Board meeting
